Construction of a new Sterling Pointe Regional Pump Station that will 
include: a screenings structure with two channels, a mechanical bar 
screen, and a manual trash basket; a wet pit/dry pit pump station with a 
super structure over the dry pit; the pump station will house three vertical 
end suction pumps with adjustable frequency drives (AFDs), a strap-on 
ultrasonic flow meter, and associated electrical equipment; a diesel fueled 
engine generator; odor control equipment; and onsite yard piping. The 
engine generator will be relocated from the Water Treatment Plant. 
Removal and replacement of three pumps and their associated AFDs and 
electrical equipment at the existing Fork Swamp Regional Pump Station. 
All other work within the new Sterling Pointe Regional Pump Station site, 
the existing Sterling Pointe Regional Pump Station site, and the existing 
Fork Swamp Regional Pump Station site shown in the Drawings and 
described in the Specifications. 
 
Section 2: 
Installation of approximately 1,400 linear feet of 18-inch PVC gravity 
sewer pipeline, approximately 9,200 linear feet of 20-inch PVC sewer 
force main, and approximately 2,200 linear feet of 20-inch ductile iron 
sewer force main; associated valves and fittings; valve and air release 
structures; manholes; tie-ins; clearing; erosion control; and all other 
pipeline work shown in the Drawings and described in the Specifications.
